*Those who were there to witness it
will never forget the a»rival of the
first of these express messengers. at
Sacramento, It was an ucrasion of
great rejolclng, and everybody, bigand
little, old and young, turned out to
sce the fun. All business for the time
was suspended. Even the courts ad-
Journed for-the event. A large num-
Ler of the cltizens of «all classes, grave
and gy, mounted on fast horses, rode
out some miles on the line to meet the

{ncoming wonder.:

A HISTORIC REGIMENT.

8ixth Fusiliers of London Have:Long
o Record of Service. -

The last parade of the City of Lon-
don Militia (the 6th Royal Fusiliers)
took place at Bovington Camp; Dor-
set, a short time. ago.  They had als

law and order from the days of Queen
‘Elizabeth, and, *indeed, far earlier
though under different desienstions,
They are now going to join the Regu-
lar Forces and will ever. be mindrul
that they bore a-name which would
never fade into forgetfulness, The re-
cord of the 6th Royal Fusiliers, who
have been transierred as a complote
unit from the old Militia to the new
Specinl ' Resorve, dates back to A'D.
886, when ‘King Alfred the Great was
assisted by the ‘troops sent by the
City of London in defeating the Dan-
ish invaders. The repiment and its
various. predecessors  have. gone
through stirring scenes, having been
employed in the earliest Scottish
wars, the Wars.of the Barons, and
overy insurrection in the south of
England since 1300, It was in 1559
that Queen - Flizabeth mustered: a
regular City Militia, and thencefor-
ward the reriment has a continuous
record. At thot time the Queen order-
ed the Lord Mavor of London to find
and pay for 10,000 men, which he did.
- Queen Elizabeth constantly called an
‘the City for troaps, and it is on record
that on one ‘Sunday evening the Lord
Mayor received the royad command. to
parade 1,000 men; this he accomplish-
ed by closing the church doors in the
“City during service and finding: the

eongregations. In 1640 the City -Train-
ed Bands, the forebears of the 6th
Royal Fusiliers, fourht .against the
Scots, and. at the commencement of
the Civil War pratected King Charles
I. In a few davs, however, the same

bors 6i the House of Commons on
their way to and - from Whitehall.
Theneceforth they fought under Oliver
Cromwell and greatly distinguished
themselves in every action. In 1662
the Trained Bands were especially cx-
empted from the control of the crown,
and came under -the ovders of a new-
ly-appointed Court T.ieutenancy of the
City of London, which still exists,
makes grants for the upkeep of the
regiment, and is ownqr of the bar-
racks. In 1795 the City Trained Bands
were organized in two regiments, the
ecast and 'the west, and were allowed
privileges  which dre still strictly
guarded. One of thesp is:to march
through the City with colors flying,
bands playing, and bayonets fixed. In
1820 the two regiments were united in
one, -called the Royal London Militia,
the present title of the 6th Battalion.
The strength of the regiment.is.656. .

To Preserve Eggs.

An Australian chemist has invented
o process of preserving eggs by desic-
cation. The eggs, freed from the
shells, are dried at the relatively low
temperature ,of 130 degrees. This can
be rapidly execnted in containers kept
at this tempernture, from which the
‘air hus been exhausted, and from
which the moist vapor has been with-
drawn as fast as it is given off by
evaporation from the cggs. _ There is
no altergtion in the chemical com-
position of the eggs—only a loss of
the greater part of tho water. When
thoroughly desiccated and pulvenzgd
into a codarse powder, the egg n}‘nterml
can be preserved for-an indefinite per-
jod in ordinary packages, if kept dry.
The eggs are "rocnns_tituted" by the
gimple addition of water to the dry
powder, the resultant mass being
(iuite/indistinguishublo from newly-
beaten ®ggs.

‘ George’s Church, Tordington, Dor-
chester, England, o slab of Purbeck
marble, 2 feet 11 inches by 2 fect 41-2
inches, and 6 inches thick, hqs been
discovered bearing a Latin inscrip-
tion, part of which, however, has beep
worn away. Particulars of the slab
have been sent to the British Museum
and to expert Romanologists, but no
explanation has boen received yetb
b from any authoritative source. The
vicar, Rev. Richard Grosvenor Barte-
lot, has given as a possible transla-
tion: “Gaius Aristobulus (), grRomun
citizen, aged 50 yeors. Rnfinus and
Marina and Avea, his children, m_ld
Romana his wife.” Ile states that Aris-
tobulus was_one of the scventy dis-
cipleg- that.came to Britain obeying
gt. Paul’s order. He is said to-have
died in the year A.D. 99.
